We ask our families as candidates to be prepared to leave public work after
one year and step out full time on deputation. The Advance Classes are a time we help the families prepare for life on the road. Please
pray as these families continue by faith to raise their needed finances for the work the Lord has called them too.

February 25-28, 2019 will mark the tenth year since we began our Alabama Campaign in Montgomery, AL. Thousands of prisoners
have heard the gospel and hundreds have been saved through soul winning visitation and evening preaching services.
