However,	Pastor	Gideon	and	his	wife	were	at	his	brother’s	wedding	in	India	
when	lockdown	started	–	their	8	adopted	children	are	in	Nepal,	being	cared	for	by	the	local	school	headteacher.		Brother	
Mardi	(Nepal)	who	does	the	bulk	of	the	prison	work,	is	struggling.		He	and	his	family	are	poor,	and	like	so	many	in	Nepal	they	
live	day-to-day	and	have	no	bank	account.		Although	money	can	be	sent	through	someone	else,	the	lockdown	is	so	strict	that	
there	is	no	way	to	physically	get	funds	to	their	home.	Pastor	Gideon	told	me	they	have	enough	food	for	another	few	days,	
but	after	that	it	will	start	to	get	very	difficult	for	them.		Please	pray	for	the	Mardi	family.
