The cost to
them was minimal and postage was free. Virginia, also, worked with a missionary in Mexico to translate a
Bible Story coloring book into the Filipino language and, hopefully, this will be made available to the national
churches soon.

Please pray daily for the ones you support as this pandemic has been an additional stress on them. We
know of several who have come home because of this virus that has made it almost impossible for them to
carry on the work to which God called them. Some have encountered problems getting health care, emo-
tional problems with not being allowed to leave to be with loved ones here in the States who were sick, and
problems with children being cooped up in the home for months .

The work in the Philippines is ongoing although they are still under many restrictions and cannot meet
together for services as yet. School has resumed as virtual and online classes.

Several pastors that we know have gone on to be with the Lord during this time. One with the virus and the
others with complications from previous illnesses that were complicated by not being able to get medical care
because of the virus.

Health wise, we are doing well. Neither we nor any of our loved ones have caught the virus, although
we know people who have. PRAISE THE LORD for His watch care over us and His provision for us.

We hope to resume some shipping of materials after the first of the year, and please continue to pray
toward that end.
